Annual General Meeting

Minutes of Meeting

May 31, 2010 @ 7 PM

Amigos Cantina, back room, Saskatoon, SK

Meeting called to order at 7:10 PM.

1. Call for Quorum: There was a call for quorum by Dianne Deminchuk. Quorum was achieved.

2. Adoption of agenda:

Motion: Nick McCormick made a motion to adopt the agenda for the meeting with no changes. Motion seconded by Chris Jenson   Motion: Carried.

3. Minutes from the 2010 were handed out to members present for all to read.

Motion: Dick Longpre made a motion that the minutes of the 2009 Annual General Meeting be accepted as written. Motion seconded by Karen White. Motion: Carried

4. General Managers Report - Neil Bergen

Neil introduced the staff to the members present.

Points of Interest:

· This year we received a $13,500 grant from the Saskatchewan Arts Board. We are now officially classified as an arts organization.

· This year has seen the launch of our new website. After a number of poor attempts we spent $7500 on our new incredible website. We can now accept donations and member applications online. The website is set up so that we can update and insert our own content and we hope to begin inserting video and other content soon. This was money well spent!

· Volunteers: this year our volunteer support continues to be great. So far this year we have 340 memberships and hope to reach 500 this year.

· The Bingo Situation: our policy has changed this year that all hosts must now work 2 bingos per year or pay a $70 fee. Last year we could have received $15,000 more in Bingo revenues if more hosts had worked Bingos, so we have changed the policies to reflect the true amount of work and funds linked to Bingos.

· FMPhasis plans are coming along nicely this year. We have partnerships in show promotion with the Broadway Theatre and Ness Creek and hope to do mutual promotions to raise awareness of CFCR and FMPhasis.

· This year we expect a 10% increase in sales

Questions: There were inquiries as to what the $$ we pay to Bingos goes to. It was clarified that when hosts do not work their bingo shift their $35 per bingo goes to pay a worker who is at the bingo in their place. 

5. Treasurer's Report -Audited Financial Statements - Brett Campbell, Treasurer

Points of Interest:

· This year our Revenue was $370,660 and our Expenses were $381,290. Despite this, we feel that the last fiscal year went rather well because although this shows a $10,000 loss on the books, we had a number of unusual costs in the books. We had to pay out ~ $12,000 in payments for the Advertising position’s backpayment of EI and CPP because the government has declared that his position is not contract but an employee and this must be repayed accordingly. Also, this year our membership drive was in April of this year in stead of March so the $4000 collected in the membership drive is not in the 2009 budget as it has been in the past. The art auction brought in less revenue than last year ($4000) and we had to spend over $5000 in this fiscal year for website setup related costs. Wit all of this we are still doing well financially and this year seems to be a promising one.

Motion: There was a call for the acceptance of the Audited Financial Statement for this year by Robert Godfrey and seconded by John Zuck. Motion: Carried.

6. President's Report - Dianne Deminchuk 

Points of Interest:

· This year the board has been busy on the nuts and bolts of the board and the CRSS. We have written up a Board Governance Manual, an elections protocol, By-laws and done more through the use of committees. It’s important to have this work in place as it is often required for the proper running of day to day business and is very useful information that can be required for grant applications.

· The Fundraising Committee was very hard working this year. Through the efforts of Chris Jenson we received an Arts Board Grant for $13,500. Sales have increased this year but we are continuing to look at new ways to raise funds, as corporate donations are hard to come by. 

· The Human Resources Committee (Ron, Dianne and Heather) completed a Human Resources Manual for the CRSS.

· The Promotions Committee has put together a fantastic promotions pamphlet for the station to use at public and private events – thanks Franny!

7. Approval of the Revised CRSS Bylaws. The updated bylaws have been sent out to members and are available to view on our website. Change include that the programming committee has been removed from Board responsibilities and a few elections procedural changes (including that no nominations from the floor will be taken for all but Member at Large Board positions and that memberships must be purchased prior to the AGM in order to vote in the elections).

Motion: A motion was made to approve the revised CRSS Bylaws by Ron Spizziri and seconded by Patricia Pavey. Motion: Carried.

8. Election of vacant positions on the Board of Directors of the CRSS - Mairin Loewen, Returning Officer.
